ACTING HAPPY prompted the pace two wide, moved between rivals to challenge three furlongs out, dueled under solid hand urging
nearing the lane, disposed of TIDAL POOL leaving the furlong marker, edged clear under aggressive handling a sixteenth out and held sway.
NO SUCH WORD was steadied briefly nearing the first turn then taken wide for the backstretch run, advanced four wide into the far turn,
circled five wide into the stretch and closed gamely through the final furlong. TIDAL POOL hung out three wide attending the pace, lodged a
three wide bid leaving the far turn, dueled into the lane, put a head in front past the three sixteenths pole, held well to sixteenth marker then
faded. HARISSA, a bit difficult to rate behind rivals around the first turn, settled in a stalking position along the rail down the backstretch, eased
out nearing the lane, moved up a bit between foes nearing the furlong marker, shifted back in then came up empty. KHANCORD KID cleared
early, set the pace along the inside, was joined leaving the far turn, dueled under strong a ride to the quarter pole then gave way. C C'S PAL
settled off the rail, came out a bit when moving closer into the far turn and had her heels clipped by DIVA DELITE, advanced three wide under
a solid ride to loom five sixteenths out then weakened from the head of the lane to the wire. PATRIOT MISS was rated back nearing the first
turn and was outrun. SEEKING THE TITLE saved ground, moved a bit closer leaving the five eighths pole, stumbled over a fallen rival nearing
the far turn and lost her rider. DIVA DELITE , three to four wide early then fell when clipping the heels of C C'S PAL when that one came out
entering the far turn. There was a stewards' inquiry into the spill but no action was taken.
