COACH INGE bumped at the start by EVER RIDER, established the front and dueled in hand from th etwo path with CALL ME GEORGE

down along the inside through sensible fractions, came under urging at the five-sixteenths, swung three wide for home in command between
foes, dug in coming under threat from V.E. DAY a furlong out, fought on gamely under a near sided stick coming out slightly in the late stages and
repelled that rival to the wire. V. E. DAY three wide in pursuit from mid pack, got put to encouragement with five-sixteenths to run, spun four wide
into upper stretch issuing a challenge, got on nearly even terms a furlong from home, dueled through to the wire in a good effort but was ultimately
repelled to the line. SKY KINGDOM four wide through the first turn, settled three wide in range of the leaders, came under urging with
five-sixteenths to run, cornered three to four wide into upper stretch, kept on through the drive to come again mildly for the show. CALL ME
GEORGE in hand to the inside of COACH INGE knocking heads with that foe albeit through moderate fractions, came under coaxing three
furlongs from home, spun just off the inside into upper stretch, weakened in the final furlong. NECK 'N NECK steadied behind EFFINEX with
nine-furlongs remaining midway on the clubhouse turn, settled three wide near the rear, came under urging four wide three furlongs from home,
angled five wide into upper stretch and tired. WEALTH TO ME off half a beat slow, tracked the pace along the inside in range of the fronta lbeit from
mid pack, came under urging three furlongs out, angled three wide into upper stretch, and tired. TURCO BRAVO (CHI) three wide in pursuit from
near the rear, shifted to the fence half a mile from home, came under urging midway on the far turn, cut the corner into upper stretch and tired.
CARY STREET saved grund detached at the rear, came under prolonged urging from the seven-sixteenths, made no impact. EVER RIDER
(ARG) broke in at the start bumping COACH INGE, raced three wide through the first turn before settling just off the inside just off the pace, came
under urging three wide three furlongs from home, spun five wide into upper stretch and faltered. MICROMANAGE four wide through the first
turn, got carried out to the seven path into the backside with a mile remaining by the getting EFFINEX, had that one clear and tucked to chase five
wide, came under urging three furlongs out, continued five wide for home and faltered. EFFINEX three wide into the first turn, got out into the
backside carrying out MICROMANAGE seven paths, raced wide downj the backside and got out again into the far turn tis time nearly to the
outside fence and was pulled up nearing the eighth pole.
