FIREY RED (IRE) stalked the pace along the rail, eased out in the stretch and
weakened. SWEETEST SONG unhurried early, raced three wide around the far turn and failed to menace. JUSTAROUNDMIDNIGHT (IRE)
outrun early, saved ground and never threatened. UNBRIDLED ESSENCE was not a factor. SWEETER STILL (IRE) raced in striking position
while saving ground to nearing the stretch, then tired. ANSONG stalked the pace three wide to nearing the quarter pole, then faltered.
