RUSTLER HUSTLER angled in over to the rail going into the first turn, continued to stalk the pace near the inside in the backstretch, asked
to pick up the pace heading near the far turn, steadily gained position up to the lead, edged by CHOSEN EMPIRE nearing midstretch and was
kept to task under mild right handed encouragement. SCREENPLAY raced along the inside going into the first turn, continued to track the pace
in the backstretch, made a bid heading for home, angled out going into the turn and steadily gained position in the drive. NINEINTHENINE was
allowed to settle in opening stages, continued to stalk the pace in the backstretch, angled out nearing the far turn, raced five wide into the lane
and gained position in the stretch. CHOSEN EMPIRE took the lead heeding into the first turn, continued to dictate the pace, began to open up
on the field, was challenged by RUSTLER HUSTLER in the uppers stretch, could not keep up the pace and steadily weakened in the drive.
TARGET SIGHTED settled in and stalked the pace in early stages, was urged along the outside of a rival in the upper stretch, slightly gained
position and flattened out in the late drive. EL ROMANO was reserved in opening stages and raced near the back o0f rivals, saved ground
racing near the inside,. raced two to three wide into the lane and passed tiring rivals. GENTLEMAN JACKSON raced three wide going into the
first turn, continued to track the pace racing near the inside in the backstretch, could not keep up the pace nearing the far turn and began to
falter. GAME BALL lacked speed in early stages and trailed the field, slightly gained position but was never a factor. BROTHER PAT raced four
wide into the first turn, raced in the middle of the pack and stalked the pace, began to weaken nearing the far turn and lacked response in the
drive.
