CRUCERO chased inside then a bit off the rail leaving the backstretch, came out on the last turn and four wide into the stretch, bid four wide

then three deep under urging in the lane, had the rider lose the right rein briefly in deep stretch but gamely prevailed. GOING SOMEWHERE
(BRZ) took the lead a bit off the rail on the hill and ran the opening quarter mile in :25.17 seconds, drifted out on the dirt crossing and into the stretch,
angled back in alongside a rival to duel for the lead, drifted out again into the clubhouse turn, pressed the pace outside a foe then stalked on the
backstretch, re-bid alongside that rival on the final turn, regained the advantage a quarter mile out, fought back between horses into the stretch
then along the rail in the final furlong and went on willingly to the wire. DECISIVE EDGE stalked inside then between foes in the stretch the first time
and into the clubhouse turn, continued along the inside on the backstretch and into the final turn, came out leaving that turn, bid three wide into the
stretch then between foes in the drive and was outfinished late but bested the others. GOLDEN SOUL chased inside then a bit off the rail leaving
the backstretch, angled in on the last turn then swung three deep into the stretch and lacked the needed late kick. CUSTOMER BASE chased
outside a rival then three deep into and through the stretch the first time and into the clubhouse turn, continued outside a foe on the backstretch
and into the final turn, swung four wide into the stretch and could not summon the necessary response. TIZ FUTURITY stalked just off the rail then
angled in entering the stretch the first time, dueled inside, inched away on the backstretch, battled inside the runner-up into and on the last turn
and into the stretch and weakened in the final furlong. PATRIOTS RULE settled off the pace inside, came off the rail on the backstretch, went
outside a rival on the final turn, swung five wide into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. Rail on hill at zero.
